Just move the design template to an open space on
your vinyl sheet and outline your favorites again,”
suggests Kierra, a teenage crafter.

★ “To correct a mistake, wipe wet paint with a damp
paper towel and start again, or you can begin a new
design,” says Liz, a BYB designer.

★ “Wipe the tip of your paint tube when you finish with
each color,” adds Kierra.

STEP 1: Outline Designs
� Tape a clear vinyl sheet on top of a design template 

(or your own designs). Tape them to your craft surface.

� Outline your choices of designs with the BLACK cling paint.
Draw thick, continuous lines. (See Figure 1.) 

� Make as many designs as you wish. When it gets difficult
to squeeze out paint, start another tube. Fill your sheets
with designs. (See Figure 2.)

� Air-dry the outlines for 2 hours.

Dream Piglets
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� Carefully peel your clings from the vinyl sheets.

� Arrange the clings on your piglets. Smooth them on with
your fingers. (See Figure 5.)

� Remove the paper backing from the black felt circles and
press them onto the bottoms of the standing piglets’ feet.

� Start saving for your dreams!

Complete your Dream Pig by following these steps.

STEP 2: Fill in the Outlines
� Fi l l  in your outl ines with cl ing paint. (See Figure 3.)

Fill each area with one color or try these special effects with
more colors. 

Swirls: Blend the line where two colors meet with
a toothpick or the tip of your paint tube. Pull one
color into the other to create swirls. (See Figure 4.)

Stripes: Paint stripes of one color, leaving blank
stripes between. Air-dry 2 hours. Fill in the blank
stripes with another color. 

Dots: Fill an area with paint. Air-dry 2 hours. Using
a contrasting color of paint, add dots.

� To add gems, air-dry the paint 2 hours. Add a drop of the
same color of paint and press a gem into the paint.

� Air-dry your clings overnight.
